DofE expedition abroad. Sixteen young people successfully completed the 
Gold expedition in Morocco. All the group members invested a lot of time 
and funds to make this expedition happen. Group members participated in 
over 1000 hours and contributed over £4000 of their own money toward the 
programme. The Gold participants delivered an excellent presentation 
evening at the Mayorôs Parlour, attended by the Mayor of the Royal 
Borough of Kensington and Chelsea, Chief Executive of Family and 
Children Services and the Head of Youth Support Services.

The Arts Award has three 
levels ï Bronze, Silver and 
Gold ï which are accredited 
on the National Qualifications 
Framework at levels one, two 
and three. Young people 
receive an Arts Award 
qualification and certificate 
from Trinity Guildhall, 
endorsed by the Arts Council. 
 

Completion of a Gold Arts 
Awards has been awarded 35 
Tariff points by UCAS 

As part of National Anti-
Bullying Week, 90 young 
people from St. Thomas 
Moore School took part in an 
anti-bullying course. The 
course was run in partnership 
with Healthy Schools and the 
Accreditation Team. The 
course included workshops, 
interactive plays and 
worksheets. It was accredited 
by AQA unit Award Scheme 
and all 90 young people 
achieved their pre-entry level 
AQA Unit in óIntroduction to 
issues of bullyingô.

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Bruised is a film made by young people 
about relationship violence. Seven young 
people gained Bronze Arts Awards and two 
gained Silver. They will now be showing the 
film in youth clubs, running drama workshops 
and supporting others to gain an AQA Unit 
Award for participating in the workshops.  
 

Tom gained his 
Bronze Arts 
Award by being 
involved in the 
making of a 
zombie movie on 
an estate in 
Chelsea. 
Running around 
as a zombie 
gave him the 
creative bug and 
he set to work on 
writing a script 
about the hard-
hitting issue of 
abusive 
relationships 
amongst 
teenagers. He 
wrote and 
directed this film, 
as well as linking 
with the V&A 
Museum to work 
on a film to 
promote the 
museum to 
young people. 
He achieved a 
Silver Arts Award 
for his work.  
 

The Kicks programme with Chelsea FC  
has completed the first ever  
bronze expedition to incorporate  
football within the programme. In  
total, 25 young people completed  
the expedition by walking over 20  
km over the two days, and went on to  
win their football match at Chelseaôs training 
ground in Cobham. The groups are now 
looking forward to take part in the Silver DofE 
awards which are planned for October 2010.  
 

Sarah has completed the full 
Bronze, Silver and Gold DofE 
awards within the Royal Borough. 
She has continued to develop 
herself by achieving her Level 2 
BCU kayaking instructor awards 
and is now employed by Canalside 
Activity Centre and Cremorne 
Riverside Centre as a Kayak 
instructor.
