1. Children ‘looked after’ by a Local Authority. 
 
2. Children of families who are either worshipping regularly in the five Anglican parishes ** the  
     school serves, or who are living within these parish boundaries and worship regularly* in other                    
    Anglican churches.  A supporting reference from the vicar/minister will be required on the   
    attached form.

3. Children of families living within the five parishes**, or within 1 mile radius of the school, 
    who worship regularly* in churches which are members of or affiliated to Churches Together 
    in Britain or Ireland (CTBI) or the Evangelical Alliance.  A supporting reference from the 
    vicar/minister will be required on the attached form. 
 
4. Siblings of children in the school at the time of entry. 
 
5. Children who are attending the nursery. 
 
6. Children of families living within the five parishes** and who regularly* practise other world  
    faiths, and who wish their children to attend a school with a Christian ethos. A supporting   
    reference from the minister/faith leader will be required on the attached form. 
 
7. Children of families who wish their children to attend a Church of England School.  Priority 
    will be given to those who live within the five parishes.
