Programme Summary

An interactive talk in the Ecology Centre will discuss the reasons for the seasons, differences in
weather and the changes that occur in nature with the progression of the seasons.

On reaching the Wildlife Area the class will divide into groups, each group led by one of the
teaching staff or adult helpers. Using a spotter sheet they will explore the area while searching for
seasonal objects. Returning to the circle we will focus on autumn leaves. Children will identify and
collect different leaves, creating leaf crowns with them. We will return to the centre for a plenary.

Pre-visit Preparation

If you have not visited the centre before a pre-visit is essential.

It helps to brief the children before a visit. Talk through the activities that they will be doing and
discuss key vocabulary. What are the names of the seasons? What is the weather like? How
much light is there? What happens to plants and animals through the seasons?
