Take to two wheels in e-scooter trial

ensington and Chelsea has

become one of the first
boroughs in London where you can
rent, ride and park e-scooters.

Between 60 and 150 e-scooters are

available to rent and are operated by ==

Lime, Dott and TIER as part of a trial
scheme coordinated by Transport
for London and London Councils.

Marked designated parking bays

are located in handy spots around
the borough and hires can only be
completed once the e-scooter is
parked in a designated bay, with
geo-fencing technology ensuring
that e-scooters are not left outside of
these spaces.

Safety will be at the core of the trial
with scooters only allowed on roads
and cycleways, not pavements,

and operators in the capital have to
abide by tougher safety standards
than those set nationally, including;

Alower maximum speed of 12.5mph

Lights at the front and the rear of
the vehicles that are always on
throughout any rental.

Audible warning systems that can
be used without adjusting the rider’s
grip of the handlebar.

for the site ahead of the Council
applying for planning permission in
the autumn.
