WHAT SHOULD THE CORE PRINCIPLES 
FOR THE SOCIAL JUSTICE ARCHIVE BE?

Furniture should Have multiple 
modes (e.g. a table that can act 
as display, working surface, and 
teaching station)

The community suggested the 
exhibition spaces should use table 
vitrines / built-in vitrines within 
furniture elements 

 The community strongly favours 
flexible, modular furniture that can 
be Moved and reconfigured easily

Participants asked for “invitation 
to explore” built into the furniture.

Digital access should feel approachable 
and human-scaled rather than very 
dominant in the space.
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DESIGN

In March 2023, the Royal Borough 
of Kensington & Chelsea (RBKC) 
published a Key Decision Report 
proposing the creation of “an 
accessible and community-focused 
archive” to document the history of 
social justice movements in North 
Kensington. The archive will explore 
local activism from the 19th century 
through to more recent events.
 
The design presented is an initial 
response to the spatial and operational 
brief, which was shaped through earlier 
consultation events and community 
surveys. We would really value your 
thoughts on the emerging proposal.
