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Visual timetable
The main reasons to use visual timetable are:
· spoken language may not be fully understood
· spoken language may be forgotten
· Brings structure into a day 
· Visually tells what activity will occur and in what sequence
· Helps to predict what will happen next (see when a favourite activity will happen)
· Facilitates transition – tells where to go > reduces behaviours
· Promotes independence (helps learners to be independent of adult’s cues and prompts)
· Promote a routine

Visual timetable must be:
· Meaningful to a child – ensure the young learners know what the photos/symbols refer to
· Individualised as much as needed across the school day 
· Used throughout the school day

Types of visual timetable:
· Object of reference
· Picture schedule
· Symbols
· Word schedule 
· Written check list – tick off schedule
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
