This SPD forms part of the Royal Borough’s Local Development Framework, and its contents are therefore allied to the RBKC 
LDF Core Strategy.  This SPD expands upon policy CP16 and the associated vision for Notting Hill Gate of the Core Strategy, 
which was adopted in 2010 and a full EqIA was undertaken as part of that work.

Age Notting Hill Gate has a lower proportion of children of school age, and the same 
proportion of over 65s than the borough as a whole. Campden ward has a lower 
proportion of working age adults and Pembridge ward has a higher proportion of 
working age adults than the borough as a whole. 
 
However, while the development will therefore serve a working age adult population,

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there is nothing in the proposed development that will benefit or disadvantage any age 
group over another. Those under 18 years old are not protected under age, and the 
impact on children and young people is assessed under Children’s Rights below. 
 
New housing would be required to meet Lifetime Homes standards under planning 
policy, with 10% of all homes built to be wheelchair accessible. This is a borough-wide 
standard and is not something specific to Notting Hill Gate. This would bring slightly 
higher positive benefits to those elderly who have reduced mobility. 
 
No significant impacts are identified under this category. 
 

Disability Information on disability indicates that there are fewer people with disabilities living 
around Notting Hill Gate than in the borough as a whole. 
 
However, while the development will therefore serve a population with a lower 
proportion of people with disabilities, there is nothing in the proposed development that 
will disadvantage any age group over another.    
 
The Council’s borough-wide planning policies already require that a minimum of 10% of 
units are built to be wheelchair accessible or are easily adaptable for use by a disabled 
occupant.  
And future redevelopment will be required to provide disabled car parking bays in line 
with the standards set out in the Transport and Streets SPD / Council Policy. 
 
The delivery of step-free access to the Underground would be of significant benefit to 
this group. However, this is expensive, and unlikely to be afforded by the scale of the 
redevelopment set out in the SPD.  
 
Improvements to the streetscape, including removing unnecessary street furniture, and 
widening footways, will have a positive impact on pedestrians, including those with a 
mobility problem. This will be reviewed when a detailed design has been developed, to 
assess the impact of any proposed measures on particular groups.

Race Information on ethnicity indicates that there are fewer people from ethnic minority 
groups living around Notting Hill Gate than in the borough as a whole. 
 
However, while the development will therefore serve a less ethnically diverse 
population, there is nothing in the proposed development that will benefit or 
disadvantage any ethnic group over another.

Information on religion and belief indicates that there are fewer people of a Christian 
faith and fewer of a Buddhist, Hindu and Muslim faith, but more of a Jewish faith living 
around Notting Hill Gate than in the borough as a whole. There are more people of ‘no 
religion’ and more people of ‘other religion’ than in the borough as a whole.  
 
However, while the development will therefore serve a population with different faith 
characteristics to that of the borough as a whole, there is nothing in the proposed 
development that will benefit or disadvantage any ethnic group over another.

Sex Information on sex indicates that the proportion of males and females living around 
Notting Hill Gate is the same as in the borough as a whole.
