• By law any dog whilst in a public place must wear 

  a collar and identity disc with the owners name 
  and address inscribed on it. Even if the dog has an 

RBKC Dog Registration Scheme disc, it will still need 
  to wear an identity disc with your address on  
  when out in a public place. 

 
• Dogs which are allowed to stray on a regular basis, 

  will be detained and returned only on the payment 
  of return fee of £75, vaccination and kennel costs.
